For many people, losing a job not only means the loss of income and benefits,
but also the loss of one’s idenfity. A recession can exacerbafe unemployment
as more and more people suffer from downward mobility and income
volatility. Job loss for people in the United States can be an exfremely traumatic
experience, offen leading many to despair and depression.

As income falls—as in the case of job loss, rafes of depression increase,
according fo a 2009 study published in the American Journal of Community
Psychology. Losing a job can prove especially tfraumatic for men, who tend to identify
more with their careers than do women. The suicide rate among unemployed
men is twice that of men who are working.

The riskof suicide 'increases with age as well. Men whonare without work
sometimes view themselves as expendable and often describe the loss of a
Jjob using fermsrsuch as “catastrophic” and “devastating.” Unemployed people
are fwice as likely,as. employed-people. fo suffer. from, psychological problems
(34 percent to 16 percent), and blue-collar workers are more distressed by
unemployment than those who’ve lost a white-collar job.

Low income workers, foo, are more likely fo suffer from the effects of income
volafility than are higher wage earners. Income volatility ifself appears to be increasing
as employers in the US. and elsewhere continue fo shift economic risk from
themselves fo their employees. What that means is that it’s likely the psychological
problems associated with unemployment and underemployment will confinue in

the foreseeable fufure.

Students work together
to undersfand fexts, helping each other learn and apply comprehension
sfrategies. Teachers help sfudents learn to work in groups. Teachers also provide

modeling of the comprehension strategies.
