Linguistics makes statements about language in general or
languages in particular, but these statements are necessarily
abstractions from the actuality of language as experienced
by its users. From their different theoretical perspectives or
positions linguists will map out language in different ways, giving
prominence to some aspects (deemed to be essential} at the
expense of others (deemed to be incidental) (Widdowson, 2010,

Kracht (2008)

In linguistics, language signs are constituted of four different
levels, not just two: phonology, morphology, syntax and
semantics. Semantics deals with the meanings (what is signified),
while the other three are all concerned with the exponent. At
the lowest level we find that everything is composed from a
small set of sounds, or—when we write—of letters (Kracht,
2008, p. d}

Crystal (2008)

The scientific study of lansuage; also called linguistic science. As
an academic discipling, the develepment of this subject has been
relatively recent and rapid, having beccme particularly widely
known and taught in the 1960s. This reflects partly an increased
popular and specialist interest in the study of language and
communication in relation to human beliefs and behaviour (e.g.
in theology, philosophy, information theory, literary criticism),
and the realization of the need for a separate discipline to
deal adeguately with the range and complexity of linguistic
phenomena; partly the impact of the subject’s own internal
development at this time, arising largely out of the work of
the American linguist Noam Chomsky and his asscciates, whose
mere sophisticated analytic technigues and more powerful
thecretical claims gave linguistics an unprecedented sccpe and
applicability {Crystal, 2008, p. 283-284).

Applied Linguistics is a methcdcloey in itself, because it is concerned
with real-world problems in which languace plays a central role. Such a
problem-solving approach distinguishes Applied Linguistics from other
methodologies where the main concern may be hypothesis testing or
theorization. In the meantime, Applied Linguists can employ a wide
range of methods in collecting and analyzing data, many of which are
commoanly used by sociclinguists, psycholinguists, clinical linguists,

educational linguists and others.
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If, however, applied linguists have to regard themselves as part of a
community of practice, it is cbvious that it is the entire community which
determines what the respective subject matter is that the applied linguist
deals with and how. In particular, it is the respective community if
practice which determines which problems of the practitioners have to
be considered. The consequence of this is that applied linguistics can be
understood frem very ccmprehensive to very specific, depending cn
what kind of problems are considered relevant by the respective

community.
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
