Life exists within a small range of temperatures. It comes to a standstill as water freezes, and even
the hardiest of bacteria are destroyed in boiling water. Each species of plant or animal has limits within
which it can survive and a narrow range of temperatures within which it can successfully compete with
other species.

The oceans, where early life evolved, provide a particularly stable thermal environment in which
organisms can live without much thermal stress. Fish and other cold blooded sea creatures can function
perfectly well at the temperature of their watery environment because the temperature of the ocean-and
thus of their bodies - varies so little, and then only very gradually. The land, however, experiences great
swings of temperature. On a daily and a yearly cycle, the surface of the earth is constantly heating up and
cooling down. The ground, in turn, heats the air around it, driving the forces of weather that can so
dramatically change thermal conditions over the course of a few hours. The organisms that moved out
of the oceans and onto the land were those equipped to survive both climatic extremes and wide
daily fluctuations.

The most direct way to cope with and adverse climate is not to be there when it gets too hot
or too cold. Many of the simpler forms of life, such as bacteria, and yeast, suspend metabolism-
essentially, stop living — when the temperature becomes inhospitable. Similarly, many plants and
insects live only during the most favorable season ; when that season ends, they die off, leaving behind
seeds or eggs that will sprout or hatch when conditions improve again.

The use of tobacco during pregnancy can affect the development of an unborn child - and
nearly one third of all women of childbearing age smoke cigarettes. It has been shown that smoking
mothers tend to have smaller babies that nonsmoking mothers. Babies born to smoking mothers
run a greater risk of dying within the first year of life. Other studies have shown that smokers
have a greater chance of miscarriage and of giving birth to children with congenital defects

In experiments involving rhesus monkeys, nicotine introduced into the maternal bloodstream

affects the blood pressure, heart rate, oxygen supply, and acid balance in unborn monkeys.
Perhaps these are similar to the effects of smoking by human mothers. Carbon monoxide, a
component of cigarette smoke, is also a hazard to the unborn child. In the blood, carbon
monoxide competes with oxygen. This results in a decreased supply of oxygen to the fatal tissues
and seriously affects development.

Studies of children whose mothers smoked during pregnancy indicate that these children
have more chance of developing heart defects and cancer, or exhibiting certain neurological
disorders. Some studies done in Great Britain also indicate that children whose mothers smoked
during pregnancy lag in reading level and social adjustment level.

Another thought to consider is that children who come from families that have at least
smoking member are more likely to develop the habit themselves.

Passage - IV

The planets Uranus and Neptune may be built up around huge central diamonds, each
monster jewel weighing three times as much as the Earth. Marvin Ross of the Lawrence Livermore
National Laboratory, California, comes to this conclusion after studying the effect of high temperatures
and pressures on methane, a major constituent of these planets. Alternatively, they may contain

carbon in a metallic state — a more prosaic prediction, but just as exciting for astronomers.
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Most astronomers believe that Uranus and Neptune each consists of an inner core of rock,
which is surrounded by a thick layer of liquid water, ammonia and methane, known - confusingly -
enough-as the “ice layer”. On top there is an atmosphere composed mainly of hydrogen and helium.
The ice layeris the region that Ross has investigated.

It is so compressed that the pressure increases from 200,000 atmospheres at the outer edge
to six million atmospheres at its boundary with the rocky core : its temperature increases from
2,200 K to 7,000 K. Laboratory experiments can reach these extreme conditions by passing shock
waves through the materials. The results agree with theory for the compression of water and
ammonia, but not for methane ; its behavior indicates that the methane molecules break up into
carbon atoms and hydrogen molecules.

Ross and his colleague R.H. Ree have recently confirmed the dissociation by calculating
the equilibrium between methane and carbon - and - hydrogen under these conditions. The carbon
will be denser than the water — ammonia liquid, and should condense out as a distinct layer around
the rocky core containing possibly as much as 17 percent of the planet’s mass.

But what form will the carbon take? One possibility is diamond, the most stable known form of
carbon at high pressures. But calculations indicate that extreme pressure and temperature at the
inner edge of the ice layer will convert diamond to a new, as yet unobserved form of the element
— carbon metal. Ross says that calculations made by J.A. Van Vetchen in 1973 show that the carbon
metal should be liquid, but more recent computations by R. Grover in 1979 would suggest that the

carbon layer is a metallic solid.
