The earnings gap between.men and women in the U.S. has widened during the past
20 years despite the continuing advance of women’s liberation. Women holding full-time
jobs average $ 6,800 a year, 43 per cent less than the $ 11,800 earned by men. Twenty
years ago women earned 36 per cent less than men.

An economist said the widening earnings gap is due to a change in the type of
women now working. In the 1950’s women workers were either well-educated or those who
had to work to support themselves. Now, there is a much broader base including virtually all

ages, and levels of education.



Even among the university—trained there is a sizeable earnings gap between men
and women. University—trained women working fulltime earned an average of $ 9,300 last
year, compared with $ 15,200 for men. Among university graduates, women earned
$ 10,400 against $ 17,200 for men. Women university graduates, in fact earned less on the
