Built by the disconsolate Emperor Shah Jahan in memory of his wife,
the Taj Mahal has enchanted lovers, poete and tourists for 329 years. The
mausoleum has survived the riee and fall or many empires, and it has attracted
looters, too ; over theyears they have carried away silver doors form its gates,
precious stones from'its marble walls and gold from its graves. But those were
small threats compared with that of modern pollution. Emissions from the coal-
fired steel foundries, thermal power stations, brick kilns, cars and an oil refinery
in the industrial belt around Agra are corroding and yellowing the Taj Mahal's
white marble. Then there’s the wear and tear. Agra’s climate swings from very
hot to very cold, cracking marble slabs.

Before eating food sold by vendors on the street, you should be aware
that nearly all of this food andwater is contaminated by toxic residues. If you
choose to eat at home, you stillthave/a 35 per cent chance of eating rice which
has been contaminated by lead.

If egg dishes are your fancy, there is also a high probability that they
have been contaminated by various chemicals, regardless of whether they are
eaten at hotrne or en the street.

[t seems that nothing is safe, for even fruits, instant foods, and beans
may have been exposed to toxins at some point in the production process.

In the 1994-1995 survey by the Food Analysis Division of the
Department of Medical Sciences, it was revealed that contaminated food is still
very much a problem in the capital.

According to Supatra Im-urb of the Food Analysis Division, there are
two ways food can become contaminated : by chemicals or heavy metals, or by
microbes.
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Lead is the main type of heavy metal contamination. The survey
indicated that nearly one hundred per cent of food samples taken from street
vendors contain concentrations of lead. Drinking water is easily contaminated in
this way.

The source of this pollution is, of course, traffic congestion. Every day
automobiles release high levels of lead into the air we breathe, which is why most
food and drink sold by street vendors was shown to contain traces of the
substarnce.

According to the Division of Food Analysis, lead. contamination has
been found in food and drink at a number of school canteens, which is particularly
alarming when one considers that children are the ones being affected.

Lead contamination is by no means the only danger. Food products, at
every step of the production process, are exposed to several different forms of
contamination.

It seems almost impossible for'consumers to avoid contaminated food,
as it affects vegetables, fruits, meats and many other types of foods.

The survey showed that fruits and vegetables sold in markets contain
pesticide residues ‘such as phoaphate, pyrethroid, and arsenic. Chemical
substances such as pesticides and fertilizers are commonly used by farmers.
Who seek to make their produce appealing in order to maximize profite.

People who eat meat take the risk of consuming drug residues. In many
types of animal farming, hormones are used to accelerate growth, so that 40
the livestock can be sold at market as quickly as possible.

But if the animals are killed before the drug is metabolized, people who
eat the meat and entrails, particularly the liver, will in effect be taking the same
medicines. While these are not necessarily fatal, they can cause health problems.

Contaminants like the ones mentioned above are absorbed by the body
gradually, and increase over time. As the levels of toxicity rise, sufferers become
weaker and weaker, resulting in serious illness, even death.
